* Please note that once tuition and fees are received, we will not refund them.

* We may ask a student to leave the school when there is no payment for 2 month despite of
reminder.

» Reduction of tuition may apply for students depending on family’s financial situation.
If you wish to apply for this, please contact school staff.

+ Student discount for transportation expenses cannot be used. We have support for the high
transportation expenses if it costs over 10,000 yen/month.
